Within the 48 months prior to the filing of an affidavit seeking court
ordered treatment of the person under section 5122.111, the lack of
compliance resulted in one or more acts of serious violent behavior toward
self or others or threats of or attempts at serious physical harm to self or
others provided that the 48 month period shall be extended by the length
or any hospitalization or incarceration of the person that occurred within
the 48 month period.

The person as a result of mental illness is unlikely to voluntarily
participate in necessary treatment.
